Leave this
course with a model that can be used to stimulate and inspire a
halfterm project.

6th December 2019 —

Construct a fabulous flower-head with stem, leaves and roots in this
hands-on zinc-wire workshop. Learn how to use this affordable ma-
terial to make spectacular 3D models which can be presented with
labels and captions in engaging Science displays. Wire is a versatile
material to use in many areas of the curriculum. Leave with your
own example which can be used for your first classroom demo.
